"Tim pitched a good ballgame." said Flor, who saw his team improve to 8-3 with the sweep. "The name of the game for a pitcher
is to throw strikes. When you pitch strikes, your defense does not sit back on their heels. All that I asked of him was to get the
ball across the plate, he did a terrific job."

And Kehren was helped by Gold's offense that scored a run in the first when Kyle E. Fischer reached on the first of five errors by
Mankato American.

He stole second and and went to third on an error by losing pitcher Britt Vaube who allowed eight runs in four innings. He scored
on Zach Fischer's single.
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Jason Shaul drove in two of his three runs in the game with a triple to center field.
New Ulm's offense exploded for five runs in fourth as it sent 10 men to the plate.

Bryan Kehren reached on an error before Dalton Deinhart, who will pitch tonight's game against Sleepy Eye in the opening game
of the Upper Midwest Classic, singled.

Flor said that he was not surprised that his team hit well against Mankato American.
"Their pitching was probably not real good," he said.

Meanwhile Tim Kehren was calm in his first start for New Ulm Gold.

He worked out of a first inning jam when he allowed two singles to start the game before he set down the next three hitters. In the
fourth, he left two Mankato runners on base. And in the fifth, he walked the lead-off batter before striking out the next three hit-
ters.

Gold then ended the game in the bottom of the fifth when Tim Kehren and Kyle E. Fischer both walked. Kyle M. Fischer reached
on an error to load the bases. Colin Wendinger was hit by a pitch to force in a run before the fifth error ended the game.

Gold did not have that easy of a game in the opener against Las Vegas as it took an error by Las Vegas in the bottom of the sev-
enth that helped score the winning run.

And it was not a solid defensive game by either team as New Ulm had three errors while Las Vegas was guilty of four.
"We played awful," Flor said. "We absolutely played awful. I was not happy with it."

Las Vegas coach, former New Ulmite Paul Buboltz, said that his team was tired after a long trip from Billings, Montana that gave
some of his younger players a chance to see some action.

"It was a good experience for them to see some action in this kind of setting," he said. "The last pitcher that we used was an
eighth grader and we had eight of our nine starters on the bench."

Las Vegas scored twice in the second inning off of New Ulm starter Keith Besemer, who held Las Vegas to just four hits. But
three errors in that inning by New Ulm - two of them by Besemer - allowed them to score.

But Gold came back with four runs in the bottom of that inning. Zach Fischer singled and Shaul reached on an error. Another
error and a Colton Petron sacrifice fly cut the lead to 2-1. Adam Loose's RBI single tied the game at 2-2 before singles from Kyle
